To place the link in your Blackboard course:


First, Log in to Blackboard at http://blackboard.astate.edu.

Then Click on the course shell that you want to put the link in. 

Click on the tab, such as assignments or course documents where you would like the video to reside. 

In the upper right-hand corner you will see EDIT VIEW. Click that. 

From there you will get a screen heading like the following:
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Click on External link (Circled in red above).  Fill in the information in the boxes that I have highlighted below. The link that I sent you should be copied from your email and pasted in the *URL box. The *Name box is what the student will click on to see the video. The box labeled Text is optional but very helpful for giving the student instructions or what they should look for in the video clip.
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Then, scroll down and click Submit. On the next screen click OK. 

Then you will see something similar to the following:
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If you need to make changes, click on modify.

The student can then click the link and watch your video. Go ahead and test it to make sure everything works.  
If you have more than one item under your assignments you can use the drop down menu beside the link to determine what order you would like for them to appear. 

The students view will look like this:
