GUIDELINES FOR ASU FACULTY REASSIGNMENT FOR RESEARCH

AND OTHER SCHOLARLY ACTIVITIES FUND

DEADLINE: MARCH 12, 2010, FRIDAY



PURPOSE

The ASU FACULTY REASSIGNMENT FOR RESEARCH AND OTHER SCHOLARLY ACTIVITIES FUND provides financial support for faculty efforts to conduct pilot studies or pursue creative expression. The deadline given is for both Fall 09 and Spring 10. Faculty may request reassignment for one or both semesters.

ADMINISTRATION

Proposals are submitted to the Office of Research & Technology Transfer and reviewed by the Faculty Research Committee. The FRC is composed of one faculty member from each academic college, a representative from the Council of Chairs, and the Assoc. Vice Chancellor for Research & Technology Transfer. The current representative for your college or department is listed below.

ELIGIBILITY

Eligible participants are those who hold full-time faculty appointments. Preference will be given to those who are pre-tenure. Applications are competitive and require approval from chair and dean. After the deadline, deans will be asked to rank requests coming from their colleges/departments prior to FRC considerations.


USE OF FUNDS
Funds will be used by the departments to hire instructors to teach the courses of the reassigned faculty members or those determined by the departments to be appropriate.


SUBMISSION PROCESS

Proposals must be received by the Office of Research by 4:00 p.m. on Friday. March 12, 2010. Please send the original and 10 copies of your proposal. The proposal must be signed by the appropriate department chair and dean. For additional information, contact the Office of Research, ABI Room 118, (Sheri Walls, 3032).


PROPOSAL FORMAT

The following proposal format is required. Proposals that do not include everything listed or that violate the page limits will not be considered.

1. Cover Sheet -- USE ONLY THE ATTACHED FORM. Fill out on computer or typewriter.

Proposals with handwritten cover sheets will be returned without further consideration.

2. One page, single-spaced, describing the proposed activities during the reassignment as well as

the proposed outcome.

3. Attach a two page CV. This is required and must NOT be longer than 2 pages.

4. Requested amount – indicate on cover sheet whether request is for one semester’s reassignment or two.


EVALUATION CRITERIA

Criteria to be considered by the Faculty Research Committee include, but are not restricted to, the following:

1. The applicant has clearly described the scope and purpose of the proposed activity.

2. Relevance of the project to the purposes of expanding knowledge or pursuing creative expression is clearly shown.

3. The objectives of the proposed project are clearly defined.

4. There is likelihood of tangible results.

5. Proposal demonstrates how project contributes to applicant’s scholarly pursuits.


FINAL REPORT

A report outlining the results of the award is due by January 9, 2010 for fall, June 12, 2010 for

spring. Failure to provide the report in a timely manner will make the PI ineligible for future funding.
