FACULTY DEVELOPMENT ENDOWMENTS

Application Criteria and Procedures


The university is fortunate to have received two endowments for faculty development.  Both are intended to support faculty scholarly activity, the only difference being that applications for the Lane award must include international travel.


1.
The Eleanor Lane Faculty Endowment is for international travel with awards up to $1,000.  Numbers of awards possible vary with the health of the stock market.

2.
The Nathan Deutsch Faculty Development Fund makes awards up to $500.  In the past three years only three or four awards have been possible.
Background
Arkansas State University faculty members periodically have opportunities for professional development which might include presenting papers at conferences, original research, and collaborative projects with other faculty members.  These experiences not only are beneficial for the individual faculty members, but they also enhance the teaching-learning process when the faculty member returns to campus, and they build the reputation and prestige of Arkansas State University.

Due to limited travel and research budgets, many opportunities are not realized unless the faculty member is willing to pay a significant portion of the expenses.  The Eleanor Lane Endowment will provide funding to assist with projects that include international travel and the Nathan Deutsch Faculty Development Fund will assist with all forms of scholarly projects.

Methodology
Faculty members must submit proposals through the Research Office.  Proposals will be evaluated on a competitive basis by the Faculty Research Committee.  

Faculty members selected to receive an award may not apply for an additional award from that fund for a period of three years.

Criteria Used by the Committee for Selection
Applicants should write a proposal describing the project and explaining how it meets the following considerations:


1.
Scope and significance of the proposal to the enhancement of the academic program at Arkansas State University.

2.
Relevance of budget to proposal.


3.
Contribution to the professional development of the faculty member in his/her field of teaching/research and benefits to students and university.

Deadlines
The deadline for Eleanor Lane proposals is September 25th, 2009
The deadline for Lane Deutsch proposals is February 12th, 2010

Format
Cover Page (including budget)

Body of proposal as described above

Reporting requirement
A faculty member who receives one of these awards is required to submit to the Research Office a report of the scholarly activity/faculty development funded.
