**Human Anatomy or Human Kinesiology: minimum 3 credit hours (upper division); lab course preferred 
**Physiology: minimum 3 credit hours (upper division); lab course preferred

( ASU Students-Human Structure and Function I & II will meet requirements for Anatomy & Physiology-both semesters must be taken however to cover anatomy & physiology of all body systems; if you only take one of the series, it will be an elective, not a pre-requisite)
**Physics: minimum 2 course sequence of Introductory Physics including lab, usually 8 credit hours

**Statistics: minimum 3 credit hours

Introduction to Physical Therapy: 3 credit hours; can be taken online at ASU after acceptance into DPT

Medical Terminology: 3 credit hours; can be taken online at ASU after acceptance into DPT

*No specific field of study is required.  Students are encouraged to select undergraduate majors consistent with their individual abilities and interests, however, the required courses in some majors such as biology and exercise science are more consistent with the specific DPT pre-requisites. Students in other majors may have to complete more credit hours than the minimum required for graduation.
**Pre-requisites for these courses may be required by the department offering the course. Pre-physical students are not exempt from departmental pre-requisites. Questions regarding pre-requisites for courses required for DPT admission should be directed to the department offering the course (Biology, Physics, etc,)
