
Following acceptance into the Nurse Anesthesia program all students are required to have completed the following:


Signed letter of intent to register for the Nurse Anesthesia Program with $1500 nonrefundable acceptance fee. This fee must be paid in order to reserve your class and clinical space. The fee will be applied to your tuition cost during your first semester of Nurse Anesthesia courses. 
If you chose not to attend the money is not refunded.

Graduate Record Examination (GRE)

Completion of a 3 credit hour graduate level descriptive and inferential Statistics course with a grade of A or B. You must complete this course prior to the start of class in January.  It is highly recommended that you take this course as soon as possible (spring or summer session).  If you wait until the fall semester prior to the start in January and do not pass with an A or B, you will not be admitted to the program. If you are not taking this class at ASU, please get the course approved by the Director of the MSN program at ASU.*

A minimum of two full year of critical care experience in adult CVICU, SICU, MICU, Neuro ICU, CCU or ICU within the past three years as a Registered Nurse is required.  Trauma and other experiences will be considered on an individual basis.  Operating room and OB experience is not accepted as critical care experience.

A current unrestricted/unencumbered licensure to practice as a registered nurse. Must be eligible for licensure in Arkansas, Tennessee, Missouri, and Mississippi

Current Physical Examination (physical forms available in the Nursing office)

Current BLS, ACLS and PALS certification 

CCRN 

Immunization Record with the following 

· TB Skin Test (September, October, or November prior to January start date) 
· Tetanus (must be within the last 7 years)
· MMR

· Hepatitis B series (3 shots or positive titer)


Health insurance (required)
