
NA Application Procedure and Requirements

ADMISSION REQUIREMENT:

1. Successful admission to Arkansas State University Graduate School.

2. Bachelor of Science in Nursing (BSN) from a NLNAC or CCNE accredited College or University.

3. Current unrestricted/unencumbered (clear/active) license as a registered nurse in one of the states, or one of the protectorates of the United States, with eligibility for Arkansas, Tennessee, Mississippi and Missouri R. N. license.

4. A cumulative grade point average (GPA) of 2.75 on all undergraduate courses or 3.0 on the last 60 hours of undergraduate courses on a 4.0 scale.

5. Completion of a 3 credit hour graduate level descriptive and inferential Statistics course with a grade of A or B.

6. Graduate Record Examination (GRE) taken within 5 years of application:

a. Analytical writing section must be reported.

7. A minimum of two full year of critical care experience in adult CVICU, SICU, MICU, Neuro ICU, CCU or ICU within the past three years as a Registered Nurse.   Trauma and other experiences will be considered on an individual basis.  Operating room and OB experience is not accepted as critical care experience
8. Three favorable evaluations/recommendations from:

a. Current clinical supervisor 

b. CRNA, Anesthesiologist or RN 

c. Academic faculty member familiar with your academic performance

9. CCRN

10. Current ACLS and PALS certification
11. Spend a day in the OR with a CRNA or Anesthesiologist

12. Successful personal interview

Provide the Graduate School with Official Transcripts of all undergraduate and graduate course work and official GRE scores. · A professional goal statement of 500-1,000 words with attention given to the applicant’s professional goals, past experiences and contributions the applicant expects to make in Nurse Anesthesia.

· Interviews will be scheduled with selected applicants who meet the requirements for admission to the program.
· Spend at least 4 hours following a CRNA or Anesthesiologist.
