What you will need: Your routing and account number for direct deposit. If you are using the Post 9/11
benefits (veteran, spouse, or child), you have direct deposit. There is no direct deposit for spouse’s or
children who are using Chapter 35 benefits.

Apply online (VONAPP) — Launch VONAPP and Apply for Benefits

Start VONAPP - The first 3 pages are instructions and helpful hints on both sides (Red margins).
New User: sign up now. — Red margins have helpful hints to login name and password.
